THE GREAT REFORMATION – CHRIST ALONE 

 
In preparation for the Special Presentation at the Ontario Conference Camp meeting on June 24, 

2017, at Mount Zion church, we have been studying about the Reformation. There are four basic 

questions at the heart of the Protestant Reformation: How is a person saved? Where does 

religious authority lie? What is the church? What is the essence of Christian living? 

Protestant Reformers had answered these above questions by developing what would be known 

as the “Five Solas” (sola being the Latin word for “alone”). These five essential points of biblical 

doctrine clearly separate Protestantism from Roman Catholicism. The five essential doctrines of 

the Protestant Reformation: 

1 - Sola Scriptura, “Scripture Alone.” The Bible alone is the sole authority for all matters of faith 

and practice. Scripture and Scripture alone is the standard by which all teachings and traditions 

of the church must be measured.  

2 - Sola Fide, “Salvation by Faith Alone.” We are totally justified by faith in Christ alone, not by the 

works of the Law. It is by faith in Christ that His righteousness is imputed to us as the only 

possible satisfaction of God’s perfect standard. 

3 - Sola Gratia, “Salvation by Grace Alone.” Salvation is proof of God’s undeserved favour; we are 

rescued from God’s wrath by His grace alone, not by any work we do. Christ is the sole efficient 

cause of salvation.  

4 - Solus Christus, “In Christ Alone.” We find salvation in Jesus Christ alone; no one and nothing 

else can save. Jesus’ substitutionary death on the cross is sufficient for our justification and 

reconciliation to God the Father.  

5 - Soli Deo Gloria, “For the Glory of God Alone.” Salvation is of God and has been accomplished by 

God for His glory alone. As Christians we must magnify Him always and live our lives in His 

presence, under His authority, and for His glory. 

We have learned that since Martin Luther posted his 95 theses about some theological topics and 

the unbiblical practices of the church on the door of the big church in Wittenberg, German, the 

world of Christian church is not the same anymore. It became the Great Reformation. It was a 

beginning of the Protestantism.  

We have learned that our highest authority in life is Bible alone and we are saved by grace 

through faith. This saving faith is about God’s love for us, not faith in fear of His judgment, but 

faith in God’s love. Today is the fourth sermon of the five sermons on the Great Reformation.  

Today we will learn that Christ alone died on the cross to save all sinners. Solus Christus is meant 

Christ alone. He said, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except 

through me” (John 14:6). A few questions to ask are, “Can we do something to save us from sin?” 

“Did Christ die because of our sins or because of His love for us?” “Do we come to Him for our 

salvation because of fearing of His judgment or because of experiencing of His love?”   

I would like to invite you to join me in studying the great truth. Get your pen and paper ready to 

jot down some principles for a Sabbath afternoon discussion.
