PASTOR’S CORNER

LORDSHIP: PROCESS OF DISCIPLESHIP 
 

 

We have been meeting every evening since January 10 for the Ten Days of Prayer. Today is 
the last day of our Ten Days of Prayer. If you have attended every night you would have 
learned so much and felt the Lord’s love and care. He is our High Priest who currently 
intercedes for us in the most Holy Place and understands well how we struggle. Please join in 
this last day at 2:30 after fellowship lunch in the sanctuary. We will finish this special time 
together through the congregational prayer.  
 
Last Sabbath, I have shared with you a couple of my convictions for the Mount Zion in the 
2018 in last week pastor’s corner. Today let me share with you a couple more. First, we must 
acknowledge that we belong to God because he created us. He is our Lord in life. 
Unfortunately, sometimes, we live as if we are lord in this life. We even criticize those whom 
God put in the authority over us such as the government officers. We forget that there is no 
authority except from God, and the authorities that exist are appointed by God.  
 
Actually, we have never been taught on this topic well, we tend to resist the ordinance of God. 
When people disagree with us or our expectations are not fulfilled, we are angry or worry and 
move to disobey God’s commands. At that moment, we forget who is lord in this life. The Bible 
indicates clearly that “let every soul be subject to the governing authorities” (Rom. 13:1 
NKJV). When we resist the authority we resist the ordinance of God, and we bring judgment 
on ourselves (Rom. 13:2). In another words, we challenge God’s absolute authority because 
we do not submit to those whom God put over to take care of us.  
 
Does the Creator not have absolute authority over His creation? Yes, of course, He does. The 
Bible proclaims it, “Indeed heaven and the highest heavens belong to the Lord your God, also 
the earth with all that is in it” (Deut. 10:14 NKJV). Everything in heaven and earth does not 
only belong to the Lord, we are humans, which belong to the Lord too. “Know that the Lord, 
He is God; It is He who has made us, and not we ourselves; We are His people and the sheep of 
His pasture” (Ps. 100:3 NKJV). If we believe that we belong to the Lord we will love Him with 
all our heart, with all our soul, and with all our mind (Matt. 22:37).  
 
Second, how do I know if I resist the Lordship? The simple way to know that we do not 
submit to His lordship is when we resist the governing authorities that God has placed over 
us. Unfortunately, sometimes we seem to think that God makes a mistake in his governing 
task because the governing authorities that God has put in place are not doing well as we 
expected. I used to think that way while I lived under the communist regime Killing Fields. I 
often thought that communist regime is under the devil. How could God of love allow this 
kind of government to kill thousands of innocent lives if he was the one who puts them up? 
How could I believe it was God who puts them there? Even when I arrived in Canada I still 
think that way because of politics. Later I have learned that if I believe he is my Lord and 
sovereign, I must trust Him as my Lord because He has never made mistake. He is 
omnipotent, omnipresent, and almighty God. The Bible says, a man’s way of life is not his 
own; no one who walks determines his own steps” (Jer. 10:23).  
 
Finally, the Bible also reminds us about this. “For none of us lives to himself, and no one dies to 
himself. For if we live, we live to the Lord; and if we die, we die to the Lord. Therefore, whether 
we live or die, we are the Lord’s” (Rom. 14:7-8 NKJV).
