PASTOR’S CORNER 
February 2, 2019 

 

GOD, THE OWNER OF ALL 
 

This is already the second month of 2019. Finally, we have voted our church budget and 
church goals and plans and we launched our church action plans. We now begin our 
journey 2019.   

Today Sabbath is our emphasis on stewardship. Every first Sabbath of the second month 
of each quarter in 2019, we will learn about stewardship. What is stewardship 
biblically?  A biblical stewardship can be intentionally defined as: "Using and managing 
all resources God provides for the glory of God and the advancement of His creation." ... 
"The earth is the Lord's, and everything in it, the world, and all who live in it" (Psalm 
24:1NIV). As the Creator, God has absolute rights of ownership over all things.  

What is stewardship? First, stewardship defines a man’s relationship to God. It identifies 
God as owner and man as manager. God makes man His co-worker in administering all 
aspects of our life. Bible says, “For we are God’s fellow workers; you are God’s field, God’s 
building” (1Cor. 3:9NKJV).  

Second, stewardship defines our practice obedience in the administration of everything 
under our control, everything entrusted to us. Stewardship acknowledges in practice 
that we do not have the right of control over ourselves or our property—God has that 
control. Actually, it means as stewards of God we are managers of that which belongs to 
God, and we are under His constant authority as we minister His affairs. Third, 
stewardship defines our purpose in this world as assigned to us by God Himself. It is a 
divine opportunity to join with God in His worldwide and eternal redemptive movement 
(Matt. 28:19-20). Stewardship is not God taking something from us but bestowing His 
riches gifts upon His children.  

However, it is God’s desire that all people enjoy prosperity, happiness, and security. 
Every family should have the peace of mind that their needs will be provided for—that 
there is a long-term plan in place to ensure this. These are common concerns on the 
minds of most. One of the great struggles of Christians is to decide whether if everything 
they own belong to them or to God. Who has the full control of it? 

My favorite author, Ellen White wrote, "The idea of stewardship should have a practical 
bearing upon all the people of God. Practical benevolence will give spiritual life to 
thousands of nominal professors of the truth who now mourn over their darkness. It 
will transform them from selfish, covetous worshipers of mammon, to earnest, faithful 
co-workers with Christ in the salvation of sinners."—Counsels Stewardship, page 112, 
113.  

The ultimate question is this: Am I lord of my life, or is Christ the Lord of my life? 
According to the scriptures, stewardship expresses our total obedience to God our Lord 
and Saviour, Jesus Christ.  

I would like to invite you to join me during the sermon time with pen and paper to jot 
down some principles for your future bible study.
